“Marketplace Ministry 

 

 

Read:  Read:  Read:  Read:  This week’s theme focuses on Transformation Paradigm #3 

 

“Every Christian is a minister, and labor is worship.” 

  

Have you noticed?  Every one of the “5 Biblical Paradigms of Nation Transformation” takes the 

Church of Jesus Christ out into the community, into the marketplace of daily life.  Christianity 

was never meant to be contained within the four walls of the local congregation.  We are a         

missionary Church.  The most dynamic word in the Great Commission is the word, “Go!” 

When many of us “Go,” we “go to work.”  The workplace is one of our primary Circles of        

Influence. Today, more than ever before, the Church is recovering a recurring theme in the 

scriptures that “every Christian is a minister, and labor is worship.”  Christians are intentionally 

bringing God’s power and presence into their workplace.  They are enthusiastically declaring, 

“My work is my ministry!”  As a result, the marketplace is being transformed!   

Equally exciting is the fact that in Transformation Churches around the world,  “pulpit minis-

ters” are coming to see that “marketplace ministry” is not a threat to the church, but a natural 

and necessary expression of the fullness of the “body of Christ.”  Old barriers are coming down 

between “clergy and laity,” “sacred and secular.”   Transformation Churches are making it a 

priority to train, equip, commission and release their members to be ministers in the market-

place of everyday life. 
 

Discuss:Discuss:Discuss:Discuss:  What percentage of Christians in your local congregation do you think understand 

that their calling is to be a minister 24/7?  In your view, why have we tended to separate our 

work from what we consider sacred?  
 

Read:  Read:  Read:  Read:  In his book, “Transformation,” Ed Silvoso describes “four lethal misconceptions” that 

have been perpetuated down through Church history.  (Summary of pp.67-68)  They all repre-

sent non-biblical views.  Thankfully, they are being countered today by a recovery of the bibli-

cal “paradigms and principles” that are a part of this Faith Beyond Belief series.  The four mis-

conceptions are: 

 

• There is a God-ordained division between clergy and laity.  Those who want to 

really serve the Lord must quit their “day job” and go into “full-time ministry.” 

• The church is designed to operate primarily inside a building, often referred to 

as the sanctuary, and mostly on Sundays.  Those who are truly faithful will give 

more of their time, talent and resources to the ministries that happen within the local 

congregation. 
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• Marketplace ministers are not as spiritual as pulpit ministers, mostly because 

they hold a job in the marketplace.  The marketplace is corrupted by sin so that 

work that is done there can never be as holy or pleasing to God as work that is done 

within the local congregation. 

• The primary role of Christians in the marketplace is to make money to fund the 

vision of those in the pulpit.  This money is tainted but it can be redeemed when it 

is given to the local congregation or other worthy Christian ministries.

Read:Read:Read:Read:  Approximately 500 years ago, Martin Luther described what is called the “Priesthood of 

All Believers” as he taught from I Peter 2:4-5, 9:  

 

 “As you come to him, the living Stone – rejected by men but chosen by God and 

precious to him – you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house 

to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through           

Jesus Christ. 

But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging 

to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into 

his wonderful light.”  

 

As a “redeemed, reconciled, and reclaimed” child of God, you are chosen to be a “living stone” 

in the spiritual house that is made up of all believers around the world.  Every stone is equally 

important although each stone holds a different place and serves a different function.   

You have been given a mission – to declare the praises of him who “called you out of  dark-

ness into his wonderful light.”  Certainly it’s a good thing to declare these praises during        

Sunday morning worship among our fellow believers.   

 

However, transformation increases exponentially when these same praises are declared from 

Monday through Saturday to a world that has yet to hear the Good News.  We declare these 

praises through our work and the testimony of our daily lives when we come to understand our 

calling as “ministers in the marketplace.”

What is the  

difference in attitude towards the world?

“God destined us to be His ministers.  Today the word “minister” is             

associated exclusively with religious, liturgical matters.  But a minister             

is simply someone who looks after, cares for, or tends to, something or 

someone.  A waiter, a doctor, a lawyer or a taxi driver is a minister,           

because through the services they render, they minister to people’s needs.  

By carrying out God-given assignments, humans minister to Him and to 

those who benefit from such tasks, including the earth itself.”      

(Silvoso, Transformation, p.99)  

 

 

    

Read:Read:Read:Read:  Just like those “living stones,” pulpit and marketplace ministers have the same calling to 

serve Christ, just different functions.  Paul describes this relationship in Ephesians 4:11-13: 

 

“It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangel-

ists, and some to be pastors and teachers, to prepare God’s people for works of          

service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity in the 

faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the 

whole measure of the fullness of Christ.” 

 

The role of apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and teachers is ultimately to equip every 

Christian for “works of service.”  Do we really believe that this service occurs only within the 

walls of the local congregation?  Of course not!  These “works of service” are performed every 

day of the week as marketplace ministers bring their faith to work.  

By allowing God to transform our thinking about ministry, the whole Church is coming alive.  

The people of God are being released to be used by the Spirit to transform their Circles of Influ-

ence, even cities and nations.  The goal is unity and maturity in the whole “body of Christ.”  It 

takes the whole church to reach the whole city!

Read:  Read:  Read:  Read:  When we understand that we have been sent to serve in the “vineyard” of the market-

place with the authority of the Master, our daily work becomes fertile ground for transforma-

tion.  It even becomes an expression of worship!  Let the testimony of God’s Word transform 

your thinking and confirm in your heart that “Every Christian is a minister, and labor is 

worship.”  Underline some phrases that especially inspire you to offer your work as worship. 

 

“Then the Lord said to Moses, ‘See, I have chosen Bezalel son of Uri, the son of 

Hur, of the tribe of Judah, and I have filled him with the Spirit of God, with skill, 

ability and knowledge in all kinds of crafts – to make artistic designs for work in 

gold, silver and bronze, to cut and set stones, to work in wood, and to engage in all 

kinds of craftsmanship.”  Exodus 31:1-5 (The Spirit of God enables exceptional            
craftsmanship.)    
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“Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for 

men, since you know that you will receive an inheritance from the Lord as a re-

ward.  It is the Lord Christ you are serving.”  Colossians 3:23-24 (Imagine how both 

our attitude and the excellence of our work would change if we took the Apostle Paul’s      

admonition to heart and did our work as a service offered to the Lord.) 

 

“Again, it will be like a man going on a journey, who called his servants and           

entrusted his property to them.  To one he gave five talents of money, to another 

two talents, and to another one talent, each according to his ability.”                         

Matthew 25:14-15 (Each of us is given “talents” from the Lord.  The one who is rewarded 

and considered faithful is the one who does something with them.) 

 

“Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as 

living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God – this is your spiritual act of worship.”  

Romans 12:1 (Worship is a lifestyle that involves everything that we are and have - Sunday 

morning is the kick-off celebration for worship that continues in our lives throughout the 

week.) 

 

“In the same way, let your light shine before men, that they may see your good 

deeds and praise your Father in heaven.”  Matthew 5:16 (Our good works cause            
others to praise the Lord.) 

 
“Live such good lives among the pagans that, though they accuse you of doing 

wrong, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day he visits us.”                

I Peter 2:12 (Our “good work” is an important part of our testimony.)  
 

Discuss:  Discuss:  Discuss:  Discuss:  Some common elements of worship in local congregations today include confession 

and forgiveness, praise and thanksgiving, Word and Sacrament, tithes and offerings, meditation 

and prayers.  Describe how these same elements could be expressed through one’s daily work 

and creatively incorporated into a lifestyle of marketplace ministry so that our work truly be-

comes worship.

“In the same manner that a pastor would never envision church ministry 

without worship, when Christians in the marketplace realize that they are 

ministers, worship is incorporated into their work routine in the most  

natural form.” (Silvoso, Transformation, p.103)

• The “paradigms and principles” all propel the church out into the marketplace of 

daily living. 

• Several lethal misconceptions have perpetuated a separation between clergy and la-

ity, sacred and secular.  These must be ended in order for the Church to fulfill its 

mission. 

• Every believer is called to be a minister, and like “living stones,” is being built into a 

spiritual house that glorifies God. 

• Pulpit and marketplace ministers have the same calling to serve the Lord and must 

partner more effectively in order for transformation to come to cities and nations. 

• Labor is worship when our work is done in service to the Lord.

(30 minutes) 

 

“Fellowship and Build Relationships” 

 

 

Read:  Read:  Read:  Read:  Let’s move again from the “big picture” biblical paradigm shifts that are needed for sus-

tained transformation in churches, cities and nations, to the practical implementation repre-

sented by a lifestyle of Prayer Evangelism.  The four key steps as taught by Jesus in Luke 10, 

are: 

 

1. Bless:  speak peace to people and systems in your sphere of influence.  (vs.5-6) 

2. Fellowship:  build relationships with those outside the kingdom of God.  (vs.7-8) 

3. Minister:  respond to their felt needs in the name of Jesus.  (vs.9a) 

4. Proclaim:  announce that the kingdom of God has come near and is available to 

them through Jesus Christ.  (vs.9b) 

 
In this session we will focus on Principle #2 and the importance of building relationships with 

those outside the kingdom of God.  In Luke 10:7-8, Jesus says,  
 

“Stay in that house, eating and drinking whatever they give you, for the worker   

deserves his wages.  Do not move around from house to house.  When you enter            

a town and are welcomed, eat what is set before you.”  
 

Discuss:Discuss:Discuss:Discuss:  What makes for a good house guest?  Describe a good guest you have had in your 

home… and one that was not so good.  What was the difference? 

 

Read:Read:Read:Read:  By establishing a relationship with pre-Christians, we gain the opportunity to demon-

strate unconditional love by accepting them just as they are instead of how we wish they would 

be.  Jesus showed kindness and respect to people from all walks of life, many who were way 

outside the boundaries of religious and cultural acceptance.  Jesus was called a friend of sinners.  

By building relationships with those who may not know Christ in our Circles of Influence, we 

are communicating that we too are a “friend who can be trusted.”   

In our Luke 10:7-8 passage, Jesus gives several important directions for developing this kind of         

relationship: 
 

• “Stay in that house… do not move around.”  Strong relationships take time, effort, 

patience and persistence.  Consider the time and effort that you give to relationships 

with your Christian friends.  Are you investing similarly in the lives of non-Christian 

friends?  

• “Eat and drink whatever they give you… eat what is set before you.” Good rela-

tionships require both giving and receiving.  When you receive a meal, a gift, or a 

kindness from an unbeliever, you demonstrate that you value their friendship and 
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that fellowship is a two-way street.  Of course, invite that person to your home as 

well or find another creative way to demonstrate that you care.  

• “When you enter a town and are welcomed...”  Be a good guest.  A good guest is 

attentive to the host, engaged and involved in the concerns of the household or         

family, appreciative and thankful for the hospitality being extended. 

 

In today’s world, these directions may apply more readily to relationships being developed 

through a workplace team, a neighborhood picnic, parents of a youth sports team, a community 

organization, a local charity or a company golf outing.  The point is to look for opportunities to 

build bridges into the lives of those who don’t yet know Christ or have been turned-off by          

traditional evangelism.  
 

Discuss:Discuss:Discuss:Discuss:  Tell about a person who built a relationship with you prior to your becoming a  

Christian or someone that impacted you as a newer believer.  How did they demonstrate the  

unconditional love of Christ? 
 

Read:  Read:  Read:  Read:  What does the Bible say about building relationships with those outside the kingdom of 

God?  Underline all the people and groups that we are to love. 

“Let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, 

for he who loves his fellowman has fulfilled the law.  The commandments…are 

summed up in this one rule:  ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’  Love does no harm 

to its neighbor.  Therefore love is the fulfillment of the law.”  Romans 13:8-10 
(Love of neighbor, churched or unchurched, is the supreme commandment.) 

 

“Keep on loving each other as brothers.  Do not forget to entertain strangers, for by 

so doing some people have entertained angels without knowing it.  Remember those 

in prison as if you were their fellow prisoners, and those who are mistreated as if 

you yourselves were suffering.”  Hebrews 13:1-3 (God has surprises in store for those 
who open their lives to strangers.) 

 

“Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this:  to look after 

orphans and widows in their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by the 

world.”  James 1:27 (Those with true faith always advocate for the weak and vulnerable in 
society… and even those with “orphaned spirits.”) 

 

“We love because he first loved us.  If anyone says, ‘I love God,’ yet hates his 

brother, he is a liar.  For anyone who does not love his brother, whom he has seen, 

cannot love God, whom he has not seen.  And he has given us this command:  

Whoever loves God must also love his brother.”  I John 4:19-21 (Our relationship 
with Christ is vertical... directed to God, and horizontal... directed to others.  These two as-

pects of faith must always go together.)

What do you notice about them?  What is one debt that we can never repay?  Why?  Why is 

building relationships with those outside the kingdom of God so important to reaching Jesus’ 

goal of “saving everything that is lost?”

• Building relationships with pre-Christians starts by simply loving them with the        

unconditional love of God. 

• Building relationships with those that don’t yet know the Lord requires time and is  

a two-way street of giving and receiving. 

• We don’t have to “fix” people in order to be their friend. 

• Trust must be established before our words and witness will be accepted. 

• This principle of building relationships with those outside the kingdom of God will 

move us beyond our religious comfort zone.  It requires Faith Beyond Belief. 

• Becoming “other centered” leads to Transformed Living.

Read:  Read:  Read:  Read:  Your Personal Life Application Challenge this week is to intentionally seek to build 
relationships by initiating conversations with three different people in your Circles of Influence 

that you don’t know that well yet.   

You may think in advance about who these people might be but also pray that the Holy Spirit 

will lead you.  Let the conversations happen naturally but be conscious of asking the kinds of 

questions that will help you get to know someone better.  Questions may include (phrased more 

naturally and appropriate to the situation):  “What is your name?  Where do you live?  Who is a 

part of your family?  What do you do for work?  Where do you enjoy traveling?  What are your 

favorite sports, hobbies or ways of spending your time?” 

Remember that building friendships is a two-way street.  Don’t just bombard the person with 

one question after another.  Respond to questions yourself.  Be authentic and revealing and help 

the person get to know you too.  You will find that as you reach-out to people you don’t know 

that well, and trust the Lord to lead you, your confidence will grow. Just be yourself and let the 

love of Christ shine through!

This will help you prepare to initiate these three new conversations this week with people 

from your Circles of Influence.  Take five minutes each for this exercise. 
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Your Group Life Application Challenge is to plan a Life Group fellowship event that can reach-

out to and include the family or families that you identified earlier that are dealing with some         

aspect of  “systemic poverty” i.e. spiritual, relational, motivational or material. 

The sky is the limit.  Get creative.  What might be a fun and easy event that would allow you to 

develop relationships with this family or the families that you have chosen?

Pick something that will make them feel welcome and not out of 

place.   

Talk it through as a Life Group and see if you can come up with a date to “go for it” with        

minimal effort within the next 7 - 10 days.  Of course, this will require checking with the family  

or families and being certain that they can attend the event.  If they are coming from one of your 

personal Circles of Influence, hopefully you have already been praying for them, speaking peace 

and blessing them, and building a relationship with them.  This may well be one of the three con-

versations you will initiate during the week as described earlier.  You will be the lead person to 

make the first contact for your Life Group and extend the invitation.

with non-believers require that you “lay down your life?” 

 

Day Five – I Corinthians 11:23-34 
What does the Lord’s Supper teach you about fellowship and building relationships with others?   

How does “recognizing the body of the Lord” contribute to building up the Church? 

 

Day Six – Ephesians 5:21-33 
Why is mutual submission “out of reverence for Christ” so important in a happy, healthy marriage?   

In what ways are you trying to “feed and care” for your spouse?  How does this passage relate to other 

relationships?  The whole Church?
